(Acknowledge checkins by repeating their callsigns and record to the list)
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 Are there any stations with announcements, bulletins, or queries? (Pause)
(Acknowledge checkins by repeating their callsigns and record to the list)
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Open Net to comments and roundtable discussions

(Start at the top of the list of checkins beginning with the people with announcements and ask if they have any comments for the net) (Be sure to identify yourself with the RASON Simplex Net in progress every 10 minutes)
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Any additional checkins for the net at this time? (Pause)
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Any stations with business for the benefit of the net? (Pause)
Hearing none, this concludes the net.  The Radio Amateur Society of Norfolk Simplex net meets the First Sunday of every month at 7:30PM local time.  Thanks to all who have checked in this evening. Don’t forget about the:

· Sunday = National Red Cross Net at 9:00PM on the 145.330 and 442.950 repeaters.

· Sunday/Tues/Thurs = SVTN at 8:00PM on the 146.850 repeater.

· Sunday = CARS Net at 8:00PM on the 146.820 repeater.
